The Grease Trucks are a group of food truck 
vendors located on the College Avenue campus of 
Rutgers University at New Brunswick, New 
Jersey. They are known for serving "Fat 
Sandwiches", a sub roll containing an ensemble of 
ingredients such as steak, cheese, chicken fingers, 
French fries, mozzarella sticks, gyro meat, 
bacon, jalapeño poppers, and more. In August of 
2004, Maxim Magazine named the "Fat Darrell," 
a sandwich invented by a student named Darrell 
Butler and commonly served by the grease trucks 

at Rutgers University, the top sandwich in the nation.[1] The Grease Trucks have 
become an integral part of student culture at Rutgers, serving as a meeting and 
hangout spot. The Grease Trucks were named the number one post game activity 
in the country by Sports Illustrated On Campus in 2005 (in spite of being on 
the other side of the river from the stadium, and perhaps partly because of being 
near the Greek houses). The Grease Trucks are located on Lot 8, on the corner 
of College Ave. and Hamilton St.
